Dear Brothers and Sisters, 

In October Paul Shillam and I attended 

the Washington State Eagles Fall Con-

ference in Port Angeles and the Pacific 

Northwest Regional Conference in 

Rossland B.C. Washington State 

awarded over $70,000 in grants to vari-

ous great causes. It was heartwarming 

to see representatives from  health care, 

research, child advocacy, and more, 

personally accepting the grant checks 

and relating how the funds would be 

used. We watched a great demonstra-

tion on how the ritual should be done. 

Attended a lecture on leadership in the 

Eagles, and a workshop on member 

retention. Representatives from the 

Grand Aerie provided information on 

our International Charities. Not long 

ago Washington State contributed the 

first $500 towards an international goal 

of $10,000 to be donated to the multi-

million dollar restoration project of the 

Arizona Memorial in Pearl Harbor. The 

Grand Aerie contributed another 

$50,000 toward the cause. The interest-

ing and unexpected effect of this has 

been to cause the Aeries in Hawaii to 

gain hundreds of new members. The 

net effective will probably triple the 

number of Eagles in Hawaii, and it all 

started with $500 towards a good 

cause. This June, a change was made to 

the way in which charges may be filed. 

The change allows for an Aerie or 

Auxiliary member to file charges 

against any member, without going
