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Greetings Brothers and Sisters, 

ñFebruary 6th marks 110 years of the 

Order of Good Things. The organiza-

tion was formed by six theater owners 

sitting on a pile of lumber in Moran's 

shipyard in Seattle. They were com-

petitors who had come together to dis-

cuss a musicians strike. After deciding 

how to handle the strike, they agreed to 

"bury the hatchet" and form an organi-

zation dubbed, "The Order of Good 

Things." 

Early meetings were held on local thea-

ter stages and after taking care of busi-

ness, attendees rolled out a keg of beer 

and enjoyed social time. As numbers 

grew, participants selected the Bald 

Eagle as the official emblem and 

changed the name to "The Fraternal 

Order of Eagles." In April, 1898, the 

membership formed a Grand Aerie, 

secured a charter and developed a con-

stitution and by-laws, with John Cort 

elected the Eagles' first president.ò1
