Sunshine Chairman for the Aerie and Auxiliary: Agnes (Aggie) Keltner  -Keep Well and God Bless 

 

fines of our aerie without remodeling or rebuilding. We have nearly 7500 square feet of space today. If we make 

better use of the space there should be plenty of room for many more years to come. This is going to require that 

we allow for the social room to spill into the upstairs hall. There has been a lot of thought put into how to make the 

hall the kind of place members want to use. The projection TV, the Nintendo WII game, and events leveraging the 

new system will make a huge difference. The work done so far to clean, paint, and organize the hall is all steps in 

the right direction.
