We, at West Seattle Aerie #2643 are involved with 

this effort too; whereas the monies we collect from various charitable activities and projects will go to Mercy 

Corps instead of the Red Cross. Mercy Corps is a great organization that has provided more than $1.95 billion to 

people in need of assistance in 107 countries since 1979.
